NYACD Works for You

NYACD uses resolutions for a variety of reasons:

· To express positions

· To request legislative action

· To formalize organizational actions

· To define procedures and bylaws

· To recognize milestones and achievements

· And lots more

At each level – county, division and NYACD – resolutions represent the consensus of the board or membership, and require discussion and approval by a majority of the quorum.

NYACD is responsible for coordinating resolutions destined for NYACD member review and approval. NYACD goals are to track SWCD priorities and to make the best use of limited time at the NYACD Annual Business meeting each October.

If you consider the annual meeting cycle and NYACD bylaw requirements, the resolution development and approval schedule looks like this:

1. SWCD boards develop resolution needs winter thru spring
2. NYACD Division meetings must be held BEFORE July 1 of each year and take up or approve draft resolutions from their Division member SWCDs    (  SWCD boards submit resolution needs and/or draft resolutions to their NYACD Division Representative/Alternate BEFORE their Division meeting

3. All NYACD Division sponsored resolutions and any additional county-based resolutions are due to NYACD Board BEFORE August 1 of each year for review and compilation

4. Compiled draft resolutions are distributed to SWCD Boards and SWCDs for study prior to the annual meeting (and sent to printing for annual meeting)

5. Final draft is taken up for discussion and approval at Annual NYACD Business Meeting in October of each year 

6. NYACD resolutions having national scope or implications may be carried to the NACD the following February

7. Repeat 

A suggestion – Put the topic of resolution needs on your February, March or April agenda each year as a reminder. SWCDs may or may not have need of a local resolution, and not all counties submit resolutions each year, but at least you will have thought about it and stayed on schedule. 

Emergencies – Operating and financial conditions are different all over the state, and as we all know, things happen that need immediate attention and don’t fit any schedule. Emergency resolutions should be brought to NYACD attention as soon as possible throughout the year. Depending on the subject matter, the NYACD Board may be able to take them up to support your local effort until the annual meeting comes around. 
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
