Making Soil And Water Conservation Districts eligible applicants for the Local Waterfront Revitalization Grant Program administered by the NYS Department Of State
WHEREAS, the New York State Department of State administers the NYS Environmental Protection Fund “Local Waterfront Revitalization Grant Program (LWRP)”, and
WHEREAS, the LWRP grant program has many funding categories which fall within the interests and purview of Conservation Districts, including “Preparing or implementing a local or regional watershed management plan”

WHEREAS, the only eligible applicants for this program currently are cities, towns, and villages (not Conservation Districts currently), and 

WHEREAS, many of New York State’s Soil and Water Conservation Districts work with the NYS Department of State are involved in the LWRP, but must go through a municipality to participate in the program, and
WHEREAS, the NYS Department of State has informally expressed interest to the NYS Soil and Water Conservation Committee in having Districts as eligible parties to the program,
therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that NYACD work with the NYS Department of State and the NYS Legislature to amend the appropriate state law(s) to make NY State’s Soil and Water Conservation Districts eligible entities to apply for funding through the Local Waterfront Revitalization Program.
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
